(Isle of Wight YFC) will support and mentor you, work alongside your placement church in
supervising and overseeing your work, push you to do new things, help you confront the areas
where you're weakest and empower you to use your gifts and talents where you're strongest.
We'll encourage you, as part of the "core team#of Isle of Wight YFC, to become more of the
person that God made you to be, as you work with us to see a whole generation on the Island
reached with the Good News of Jesus.
